To the Members of the Bernese Mountain Dog Club of  the Greater Twin Cities:

I am writing this to remind you of the changes in the election procedures that resulted
from the changes to our Constitution and By Laws made in December, 2008.

I have referenced the sections from our current By Laws below related to the Annual
Meeting and Election of Officers and Directors.

To highlight the changes, previously we have mailed ballots and candidate biographies
to each club member; ballots were then returned to the Club Secretary. Results of the
election were then announced at the annual Winterfest meeting held in December.

This year, in accordance with the changes, the elec  tion will be held by secret
ballot at the annual Winterfest meeting which is sc heduled for Sunday, December
13" at the home of Dean White/Renee Boyd, 13565 Geneva Ave N, Hugo, MN
55039. The business meeting and elections will be held at 2:00 PM.

Article II, Section 5. Voting

Each Full Member in good standing whose dues are paid for the current year shall be
entitled to one vote at any meeting of the club at which he is present. Proxy voting will
not be permitted at any club meeting or election.

Article Ill Section 2. Annual Meeting

The annual meeting shall be held in the month of December at which Officers, and
Directors for the ensuing year shall be elected by secret ballot from among those
nominated in accordance with Section 4 of this Article. They shall take office immediately
upon the conclusion of the election and each retiring officer shall turn over to the
successor in office all properties and records relating to that office within 30 days after
the election.

Article 11l Section 3. Elections

The nominated candidate receiving the greatest number of votes for each office shall be
declared elected. The nominated candidates for other positions on the Board who
receive the greatest number of votes for such positions shall be declared elected.

(Maybe he spent a
lot of time with Troubles...) -quite a change in lifestyle since his earlier days living as a stray in Missouri
before he was rescued.

Here is to another great event and hope that no one will need to use the money any time soon.
P.S. We had A LOT of requests for Coleen’s grandma’s bean recipe, so here it is!

Grandma’s Beans (submitted by Catherine Fors)

4 Ibs. navy beans. Sort and rinse. Soak overnight in about 7 gts. water with baking soda (4-5 T.) Fry out
2 Ibs. of bacon. Cut into 1 inch pieces and fry until nearly crisp. Drain well. If beans are not tender by
the time you want to cook them, bring to a boil, cover and turn off heat. Let sit 1 hr. or less if close to
being tender. Drain. Rinse. Pour into roaster pan. Mix together 4 T. salt, 1 medium onion chopped
small, 2 cups dark brown sugar, the bacon, and at least 2 cups full flavor molasses, and a shot of
mustard. Pour all over the beans. Add water to cover, stir gently. Cook covered 4-5 hours at 350
degrees (8 to 10 hours if not done). A shot of maple syrup is good too. Stir gently once in a while. Add
water if needed. They will soak up water so don't let them get dry. It should look a bit soupy. These
freeze well.

you guys.

Rescue: Sammy is an 8 month old female BMD,
which has now lived with you for 3 months. How
does she fit in?

JT: She’s great! She loves to sleep on our beds,
but when it is hot she goes on the tile floor.
Wherever there are people, is where she wants to
be. She loves a car ride, cuz she gets to go great
places, like our cottage in WI. When we are there
she likes to go wading — no swimming yet — and
to sit around the camp fire.

Rescue: Is she ever naughty?

JT: She likes to steal our shoes and hide them
under the bed. But that's more of a game. My
Mom has to look around for her shoes all the
time. | just know to look under the bed.
Sometimes, she likes to take Sophie for a walk,
and holds her leash in her mouth. That's not
really naughty either, just funny!

Rescue: What is her favorite toy/treat?

JT: She has a squeaky duck that hatches from an
egg. She loves Apple Jacks and gold fish, but
only when we are out of dog treats.

Rescue: Are you glad you adopted Sammy?
JT: Oh yeah! She’s a great dog! My whole family
loves her!

And that's why we do what we do. Every once in
a while, we get to make wishes come true. If
everyone wanted a dog as much as JT and loved
them equally as much, rescue would be out of a
job, which would be a wonderful reason to be laid
off.
